This is a season of Joy. The Sankranti (Pongal) day marks the beginning of the harvest season in
many parts of Asia. As the cropsare brought home, the granaries are full and joy reigns everywhere.
From this Pongal day, the Sun begins its Northward journey. The nights get longer and the days
become shorter. Farmers sing with full-throated joy from their fields in the moonlight. The cold
dewdrops on the fields shine like garlands of gems. The chrysanthemums are in full bloom. This
montbh, is noted for the peacefulness,
prosperity and joy. Hence it is
regarded with special distinction.

On this auspicious occasion, as we
celebrate the Pongal day with festive
celebrations in Tokyo, we also recall
with cherished memories the olden
times when we celebrated the Pongal
day each year as a community.
Today, we are delighted to share a
story from ancient India.

Education in ancient India used to be
free. The students used to live in the
‘Gurukuls’ with the teacher (or
‘Guru’ as he was popularly known)
for several years until their education
was complete. Pupils from various backgrounds lived under the same roof for years; even the
teacher treated them as his own children. Upon completion of their education, the pupils would
give him ‘Gurudakshina’ (a present or parting gift) as a token of love and gratitude. The teacher
would normally ask for something needed and the pupils would happily try to procure that for him.
This was the custom and the teacher would bestow his blessings before the students settled down
in life.

Once, three students who were about to leave the Gurukul approached their teacher to ask him
what he would like to receive as their parting gift. The teacher was very pleased with their devotion,
discipline and sense of duty. He expected nothing from them. However he decided to add a little
more to their wisdom. So he smiled and told them, “Go and get me a bag of dried leaves from the
forest behind our Gurukul, but before you get them be sure to get only those leaves that no one has
any use for.” Thinking that the request was rather strange, they hesitated but being obedient, they
prepared to leave. Happily they set off for they were so sure — who would have any use for dried
leaves!

As soon as they entered the forest, they saw a heap of dry leaves beneath a tree. Amazed at their
luck, they began gathering them when a farmer came running and said, “Please do not take them




away. | am taking them to my field. When I burn them, their ashes will make an excellent manure
which will enable me to have a rich harvest of grains.”

The students left the heap and walked further. As they searched, they saw three women collecting
leaves in baskets. They approached them and asked them to give them some leaves if they had no
use for them.

“I use them as fuel to heat water for bath, for washing clothes, etc.” said the first lady. “I use them
to pin them together and make large leaf plates. After stitching them together, 1 sell them in the
market as disposable plates. | cannot spare any, this is my bread and butter.” Said the second lady.
“My husband selects certain leaves and uses them for preparing a herbal medicine. He is a
physician and cures many ailments using these leaves,” the third lady added.

The pupils walked further and saw some dry leaves under a tall tree. As they were looking, a bird
swooped down and picked up some leaves, carried them to the top of the tree, added it to the nest
of twigs & grass, completely engrossed in fixing her nest. The bird came down again and repeated
the same. She was very busy getting her nest ready. They did not wish to take away the dry leaves
that would be useful to the bird.

Now they decided to return to the Gurukul. On the way, they saw a small pond. They saw a large,
dry leaf floating on the water. “Looks like we have finally found what teacher wanted,” one of
them cried out excitedly. They went near and picked up the leaf. To their surprise, they saw two
small red ants moving on it. As they held the large leaf, the ants stopped moving as though to say,
“This dry leaf has been our life boat. But for it, we would have been drowned in the pond.”

The pupils thereafter gave up their vain pursuit. Returning to the Gurukul, they told all to the
teacher in a sad tone. They pleaded, “Please forgive us for not bringing the Gurudakshina that you
asked for.”

The teacher replied with a lot of
love in a gentle tone, “My dear
children, I have received the
gift that | wanted. The
knowledge that you gathered
today is my real gift. Even a
dry leaf is of great use to man,
even to a bird, an insect as
well.  How much more
precious is man’s body then,
when it is put to good use! So
take good care of your body
and mind and make your life
as well as the lives of others
happy. Never forget this great
lesson that you have learnt
today.”

CONNECTED CAR
FEATURES AND TECHNOLOGIES

“Connected cars” was a myth to me until | took delivery of my new
vehicle a couple of months ago! Oh! Boy, myths become reality and that
too with convenience and simplicity! In this article | shall try to unveil the
technologies used, the 10T devices and above all the innovative ideas
based on customer feedback and complaints. Nowadays cars seem to
have less mechanical parts than the electronically emulated, simulated
or connected controls.

iver Profile

iver profile is stored both in the vehicle and on the fab-key. Depending

which key is used or which driver’s name is selected, the car sets many
personal things such as seat position, side-view mirror position, the
driver’s favorite songs list, steering wheel alignment, seat head restraint
alignment etc. This enables the driver to get started as soon as he gets
into the car!

Adaptive cruise control with radars and front-cameras

While on an expressway, the car follows the setup speed and monitors
the vehicles in the front. If the vehicle in the front slows down;*thiscar
also slows down and follows adaptively. After some time if this adaptivity
is not possible, then this car changes lane automatically flashing the
blinker, adjusts its speed control and moves past the vehicle in the front.
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e Change Warning
Both side mirrors flash a Yellow Color Triangular mark, w a vehicle
approaches from the left or right side of the car. The camera located
in each mirror is used intelligently to present the approaching vehicle.

Lane Departure Warning
When the car moves and crosses the lane marker, the ering

wheel vibrates to draw the attention of the driver. Also, this kind of
monitoring evaluates the driver’s attentiveness.

Connected Car Feature

Every car is connected to one or more mobile device from where the
user can access the car remotely and start setting up preliminary
setting such as air conditioning, destination setting and preferred
routes, fuel level (number of kilometers possible before refueling)
etc.

Remote 3D View

Using the remote services and surround camera features, exact
position of the vehicle, the surroundings and status of vehicle can be
seen on Mobile Screen, PC screen. Capturing such position through
photos and videos are also possible.




Parking Assistance
When driven into a parking area, the built-in system find

parking space. Once the Park Assist button is initiated, the car
maneuvers the steering wheel and parks itself in the open slot!!

Remote parking

| think this is the top of all fascination! This feature is very useful where
parking space is narrow and cramped. After the parking space'is
selected, the driver gets out of the car, closes the door and starts the
Remote Parking from the Display key outside of the vehicle. The car
then moves forward or reverses and parks itself in the right place! One
doesn’t have to worry about the door hitting the car parked adjacently!

Hey Readers!! | was very excited to write this article about Oman, Which is my
second home and a place very close to my heart. | could reminiscence all the
wonderful memories about Oman while writing this article.

Hope you enjoy reading it and | wish it urges you to visit this place at least once in
your lifetime after reading it.

Arriving in the Sultanate of Oman you feel as if you are on a Hollywood set. Orderly.
Vast. Visually breathtaking. Often visitors liken it to Disneyland. Controlled. Well-
organized, meticulously maintained public grounds. Friendly. Happy.

Helpful. Tolerant. No litter. No vagrancy. No graffiti. No terrorism. No violence. No
radicalism. No unsafe areas. Did | mention exquisitely clean...It is all this and more.

Oman is an Arabian dreamscape. I've never seen such well-planned urban
development. Architectural details are carefully mandated here. Many of the
buildings are 46 vyears young; theyre well thought out in placement
and accessibility. Even the street lamps in the cities and on the highways are lyrically
beautiful in their repetitive form. There is something calming and reassuring about
this consistent elegance.

Muscat which is the capital city and the largest metropolitan city of Oman. Muscat is
also considered as a Global City.

This tranquillity is the hallmark of the capital city of Muscat. Muscat means “place of
anchorage.” There you find a visual feast of stylish, controlled, and unified structures
that underpin the deliberately skyscraper-free skyline.

Mountains and the blue Gulf of Oman. Oman is an architectural treasure in Arabia.

The flowers that bloom along the roadways are breathtaking, carefully chosen for
color, and calming to the eye. Hundreds of thousands of petunias — lavender, white,
pink, and purple — have been tenderly planted and are weeded and nurtured to form

a mass of disciplined color. They often seem to bounce off the blueness of the sky

and the café au lait of the desert. Every detail has been considered and executed

beautifully.

Oman is one of the cleanest countries in the world. When driving along the highway
or side streets you can occasionally see a Vespa or small motorcycle with two large
sacks. The driver retrieves litter — it's his sole purpose. Oh and by the way, if your
car is dirty in Muscat you will get a ticket.

Even the country’s signage is controlled; the water tanks atop many houses and
buildings must be obscured from public view by the device of any of three approved,
stylistically sensitive enclosures, all of which are white.

Men with khanjars (daggers) around their waists move in their dishdashas, the
national dress for men, an ankle-length, collarless gown with long sleeves and a
distinctive thin tassel, absent from all other Arab countries’ traditional robes, that
dangles gracefully from the neckline.

The khanjar is more a symbol of male national identity than elegance although it is
that, too. There are many other accessories, such as the mussar (a type of turban).

In public most women wear an abaya, a modest black
dress or cloak worn over the clothes, and the hijab, the
typical Muslim hair covering. At home, the Omani
woman sometimes wears a long dress with ankle-length
pants and a leeso, or scarf, covering her hair and neck.
Multitudes of lively colored and just as loosely
fitting jalabiyyas are also worn at home.
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Qaboos, who assumed the throne in 1970 in a palace coup,
replacing his father, Sultan Said bin Taymur, an isolationist so
fearful of foreign influences that he even banned sunglasses.
Private cars were illegal. During his reign Oman had three
schools, one hospital, about six miles of paved roads, and no
newspapers. Only royals were allowed to be
educated. Needless to say, Sultan Qaboos inherited a severely
underdeveloped society.

Panchangam is a Hindu calendar which follows traditional units of Hindu time keeping. It
is an annual edition which contains tabulations of position of sun, moon and other
planets for every day of the year on a fixed place and time of the day.

The user then calculates the required data based on their relative difference from

fixed place and time.

Panchangam originated hundreds of years ago.
Ancient Indian scholars created Panchangam with =
the abundant knowledge of space and astronomy at A
times when there were no sophisticated equipments g
to study and research!

Panchangam gets its name Panch = Five, Angam =

limbs because it gives five attributes of the day i.e. i : ‘ =
Tithi, Nakshatra, Rasi, Yoga and Karana. All these e - (Y
are calculated based on Moon’s movements.

Apart from the list of festivals, beginning and ending dates of Hindu months,
The Panchangam also provides Raasi phalan i.e. the impact of the signs of the zodiac on
the individuals.

Casting a Panchangam requires sound understanding of mathematical calculation,
spherical geometry and deep knowledge of astronomy like movements of planets and
positions of stars etc.

1. Maruvaarthai - Darbuka Siva (Enai Nokki Paayum Thotta)

Darbuka Siva not only creates magic through his beautiful tune, but
he also cleverly inserts quarter note kicks throughout the song to
prevent it from dragging. From there, Sid Sriram takes over with his
brilliant, if not perfect rendition. Add that with the well-placed flute

interludes of Naveen, and you get the song of the year!

Il. Yavvana - Simon King (Sathya)

Jazz is not a genre explored by many film composers in Tamil Nadu,
but Simon King uses his western background to great effect here!
Kalyani Nair’s flowing introduction is coupled by Yazin Nizar’s
energetic high-pitched vocals to produce a wonderful overall sound.
The variation in rhythm in terms of the electric piano and drums adds

interest to any listener.

I11. Vaan Varuvan - AR Rahman (Kaatru Veliyidai

Rahman’s haunting piano sets the tone for a chilling piece, and Sasha
supports the mood well with her soft vocals. The electronic sound
effects, almost acting as a drum set, enhance this mood perfectly.
Near the end, Rahman adds an electronic piano arpeggio-like

sequence, which melts any listener’s heart once and for all!

IV. Naan Pizhaippeno - Darbuka Siva (Enai Nokki Paayum Thotta)

Keba Jeremiah’s guitar may seem like the only relevant background
instrument in this song, but it is the electronic layers behind it that
make the song so memorable. Sathya Prakash’s high-pitched
improvisations near the end - somewhat similar to Yazin’s in

“Yavvana”, is the icing on the cake!

V. Kadhalaada - Anirudh Ravichander (Vivegam)

Anantha Krishnan’s racy violin interludes and singer Pradeep
Kumar’s mini swarams/alaaps are supported by a rich background
orchestration to produce a memorable highlight to the overall,
classical based song. Sasha, as ever, fills the song with her beautiful

voice - the standout portion of hers being in the charanam.



VI. Vellai Poove - ADK Srirascol

The only non-film song to feature on the list, is a brilliantly crafted, emotional rap-
dominant song. Teejay’s introductory vocals may seem underwhelming, but he
more than makes up for this with his soulful and brilliantly rendered bridge, from
“Kadhal endra unarvu---”. This sandwiches an energetic rap verse by ADK, who is
supported by a lively acoustic drum beat, which is made special by the intentionally
off-beat open hi-hats. However, the highlight of the song is definitely Srirascol’s rap
verse, which carries the song to a whole new dimension of mastery! A must-listen
indeed.

VII. Iraiva - Anirudh Ravichander (Velaikkaran)

The first few lines and the guitar introduction may fool any listener into thinking
this is a standard melody, but Anirudh’s voice suddenly goes angry, and with the
help of a drum fill-in, this song transitions from a mellifluous one to one that people
would head-bang to! Jonita Gandhi, with an energetic drum beat, keeps the listener
hooked throughout the bridge until she joins in with the rock portions as well! A
thoroughly interesting and well-thought out piece indeed by Anirudh.

VIII. Nallai Allai - AR Rahman (Kaatru Veliyidai)

Many say, “simple is best”, and Rahman shows exactly why with “Nallai Allai”! With
minimal orchestration, Rahman lets Sathya Prakash carry the song with his vocals,
while giving Chinmayi a full interlude to show oft her alaap skills. The ending lines
of both charanams are arguably the highlights of this soothing song.

1X. Surviva - Anirudh Ravichander (Vivegam)

This song has so many cleverly crafted electronic layers, so it is obvious that
Anirudh has spent an incredible amount of time working on the piece. Yogi B, with
his first song in nearly a decade, adds one heck of a lot of energy to the piece.

X. Sodakku - Anirudh Ravichander (Thaana Serntha Koottam)

The final song on this list is a kuthu song, expertly sung by Anthony Daasan.
Anirudh’s trademark off-beat electronic chords prevent the song’s energy from
dropping in the charanam, and the same goes for Punya Srinivas’ entertaining and
unexpected veena interlude. The jathi being used as a percussion instrument in this
song makes it a whole lot more interesting, and both Anirudh and Daasan’s magic
does the rest!
